	Devonshire Mill

Devonshire Mill was a water mill used for grinding flour, now one of the few surviving in East Yorkshire. Much of the original mechanism including the water wheel, jack wheel and grind stones still survive. Operations finally ceased in the 1950’s when the miller retired. Because of its historical interest the mill is a grade II listed building.
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Situated in extensive two acre gardens. The mill was powered by Pocklington beck which flows through the garden. Organically grown vegetables, fruit and eggs are available in season.

The former granaries have been tastefully converted into two spacious apartments with all the original beams and views over the mill stream.
